Last semester I was lucky enough to be a member 
of the Study Abroad program at the Catholic Uni-
versity of America and participate in a Congres-
sional Internship on Capitol Hill in Washington, 
DC. This unique opportunity game me the chance 
to travel to the other side of the World, study at 
an American College, gain valuable work experi-
ence and truly immerse myself in American cul-
ture. 
 
I looked forward to the opportunity of moving 
out of home to live on Campus in an American 
College, and ensured I was adequately prepared 
by watching many typical American College mov-
ies: from American Pie to Old School.  
 
I began my trip with two fantastic weeks of site 
seeing in New York, before catching a train to the

As fun as the units where on Campus, my Intern-
ship on Capitol Hill was what I was really looking 
forward too. Within my American Classes I had 
the chance to debate American students on the 
relevant merits of Health Care Reform and dis-
cuss ways to fix the Global Financial Crisis. 
 
I interned in the office of Marcy Kaptur, from the

Interning in her office pro-
vided me with an opportunity to really appreciate 
the challenges the United States face as the

was the most heated debate on the Hill during 
my internship, with the Republican Party fiercely 
opposing President Obama and Senate Majority 
[ŜŀŘŜǊ IŀǊǊȅ wŜƛŘΩǎ ŜŘƛŎǘ ŦƻǊ ŎƘŀƴƎŜΦ 
 
I was able to engage in policy research, creation, 
implementation, and hear Congressional Senate 
Committee hearings throughout my internship on 
the Hill. While there I tried to learn as much as I 
could on the many issues Congress was trying to 
tackle from climate change, trade liberalisation, 
and strengthening foreign policy to better do-
mestic education. The internship also provided 
me with the opportunity to meet many people 
and learn a lot about a different political system. 
One day I was fortunate enough to meet former 

Republican Presidential Nominee Senator John 
McCain from Arizona. 
 
A semester abroad should be considered by all 
Notre Dame University Law students as it pro-
vides a fantastic opportunity to get out of Austra-
lia and travel while learning. I was able to get out 
and truly experience what America had to offer 
including, College Football Games, playing water 
polo against college teams, going to see AC/DC 
and Bruce Springsteen, watch LeBron James and 
his Cleveland Cavaliers, Major League Baseball 
and watching Broadway musicals. Of course I 
would encourage everyone to apply as the Study 
Aboard program provides a wonderful opportu-
nity to travel (was able to go to NYC five times, 
Boston twice, Chicago, snowboarding in Whistler 
and extensively through Virginia and Maryland) 
and it also provides a valuable addition to any CV.

As I imagine you all know, Work Experience for a 
law student is something that should never be 
refused. Aside from the benefits you receive by 
seeing the various terms and concepts you have 
learnt being put into practice, work experience in 
any aspect of the legal system is a fantastic op-
portunity to make connections and at the very 
least it acts as a resumé booster. However, com-
peting for internships and vacation clerkships is 
very tough. Ironically you are more likely to se-
cure a spot if you have experience at another 
firm, so a catch 22 arises in that those more likely 
to be chosen for work experience are those who 
have prior work experience. 

 

It is worth remembering that the application 
process for internships and clerkships is only one 
of several ways to obtain some legal experience. I 
was fortunate enough to obtain a 4 week intern-
ship at a London based Law firm, Linklaters, dur-
ing my second year at University. This came 
about during the study period, where I was fran-
tically cramming for an exam and being unable to

While there, I started chatting to a young lawyer 
who was in Australia for the week, he asked what 
I was studying etc, and this culminated in the age

somewhat jaded view of these types of offers. 
Every now and again someone you meet out and 
about will make a similar offer and when you try

who suggests you apply online or else they fob

So without much hope, I duly waited until after 
exams and sent him an email asking him if there 
was any work experience available. To my sur-
prise within a couple of days he had responded 
with an offer of a few weeks up in London at the 
end of the year in their Projects Department. 

  

This experience was invaluable to me. As part of 
my work I had to ghost read draft contracts be-
tween international Corporations, research and 
write a memo on the effect of new Legislation on 
foreign companies wishing to do business in the 
UK, and attend meetings between a German and 
a English company negotiating a partnership, 
(this part was especially fun owing to the theat-
rics on both sides, there was name calling, accu-
sations of deceit and on one occasion an entire 
team got up and stormed out). It was also the 
first illustration I had of the differences between 
University work and real work. During a meeting 
between the associates I enquired about some 

minor formality all their contracts seemed to 
contain. The lawyer who answered me cited a 
case and everyone else started laughing. It was a 
bit of a joke to them, as it was the first time any 
of them had had to cite a case authority since 
they left Law School (Take that Bruce Bott!). The 
people I worked with were all exceptionally 
friendly and they always had time to answer any 
question I had, no matter how basic it may have 
seemed to them. 

 

As fantastic as this was one of the main lessons I 
took away from this experience was always to 
chase up the half offers. You may follow up on a 
few dead ends but even if one of the opportuni-
ties results in work experience it is well worth the 
effort. This theory has served me well so far at 
law school. Just last semester I managed to se-
cure some work experience with Tom Percy QC 
after meeting him while writing up my court re-
port for Evidence. Lawyers were law students 
once as well, and they realise that every law stu-

For 6 weeks over June/July of 2009 I had the opportunity to study 
in the US Notre Dame Summer Law School Program in London. 

 

The best part of the program is easily the fact that you will be 
living in central London for 6-7 weeks. Socially this epic city offers 
pretty much unlimited options, and despite living on a student 
budget one can find many things to do. Popular early week op-
tions included cheap jugs of cocktails at Zoo bar on Mondays and 
1-pound pints at the Rocket Bar on Tuesdays. Throughout the 
week the bar located at the accommodation offers a great chance 
to meet other students, including law and economics students 
from all over America, to German art students and other Austra-
lians from the east coast and Murdoch law school. Due to the fact 
you only have class for 4 days you can organise a 3-day weekend, 
so when Thursday rolls around the variety of London really opens 
up. From checking out galleries and museums, dining in a pitch 
black restaurant while being served by blind waiters, chilling out 
in the famous parks of London, navigating the maze that consti-

and just generally walking around and soaking up the vibe of the 
city. 

 

The program offers a great chance to do some travelling, given
